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At Morley Meadow we feel passionately about the importance of learning another language and are committed to embedding a positive
attitude towards language learning. We aim to prepare our children, so that they develop language skills and feel confident to build
on these throughout their lives. We want them to become responsible and informed global citizens who have a good understanding of both
their own culture and language as well as those of the rest of the world.

Through the curriculum, we foster in our children a fascination for words and how language works, a wider curiosity about the peoples and
cultures of countries where the new language is spoken and the foundational knowledge to support confident communication.

We aim to develop linguistic and communicative competence and extend their knowledge of how language works.

Our children will learn through fun, practical and explorative methods which will allow them to confidently have a go at the language. The
curriculum is challenging and relevant with high expectations. The children are clear about where they will be at the end of each unit of work
and each individual session. Language learnings skills, phonics, vocabulary and grammar are taught progressively to ensure all learners develop
as they move through Key Stage 2, but these are also revisited at regular intervals to ensure knowledge is embedded. Language learning is
made up of 4 strands: - speaking, listening, reading and writing.

Spanish in KS2 is monitored by the coordinator who works closely with other language coordinators and specialists within the MAT.

The National Curriculum program of study is taught through the Rachel Hawkes scheme of work. This curriculum is an ambitious curriculum
where each year group began their programme of study at Year 3/4 so they do not miss any key knowledge in this progressive curriculum.

A book is used for individual written work as well any notes /vocab lists the children wish to note down to aid them with their learning.
In the year 25-26 Year 4 and 5 will start Rojo term 3 and Year 6 will start Amarillo term 1.
