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Music Provision

A musician from Morley Meadow Primary School will learn to:

e Sing, create and compose music
e Perform, listen to, review and evaluate music.
e Understand and explore how music is created, produced and communicated

All children are actively encouraged and given opportunities to use a range of pitched and unpitched instruments. Music is
planned in-line with the statements laid out in the national curriculum using Sing-Up. Through our music lessons, children are
actively involved in a wide range of musical opportunities. Children develop their singing voices, use body percussion and
whole-body actions, and learn to handle and play classroom instruments effectively to create and express their own and
others' music. Through a range of whole class, group and individual activities, children have opportunities to explore sounds,
listen actively, compose and perform.

The National Curriculum is taught through the online Sing-Up Music Scheme.
Sing-Up's song bank is used to enhance singing opportunities through whole school singing assembly every week.
Photos and videos are saved to the server to evidence progression.

Children with Special Educational Needs are catered for in the following ways:

Paired work with a child who can support the learning

Simplified music when using instruments (e.g. playing a simplified melody line) or simplified rhythmic work
Learning a part of a song e.g. chorus, rather than the whole song

Depending on the need of the child, provision will be adapted to enable all children to participate.
